1. Make arriving at school on time every day a priority -
Being on time for classes benefits all students, staff and parents! 

2. If you know that your child will not be in school today - please call the office at 604.588.6934 to inform the staff - it’s handy to have your child’s student number for this but not essential. 

3. Have a question, concern, problem? - Talk to your child’s teacher or call the office at 604.588.6934 and speak to the administration. They love to help! 

4. By actively participating in PAC meetings and events, you are contributing to your child’s academic success. Find out what’s going on at KP High School - check out the next PAC meeting. 

5. Express high but realistic expectations for achievement. Research has shown that the higher parental expectations are the higher student achievement. Parents can express their expectations by setting goals and standards that are appropriate for children’s age and maturity, recognizing and encouraging special talents, informing friends and family about successes. 

6. Setting time aside every day for the family to eat together and talk is one of the best ways to keep communications open with your teen. Showing interest in your teen’s opinions and including her in family decision-making will increase her sense of responsibility. Show her that her ideas are valued by taking her suggestions seriously. 

7. Give lots of praise and positive feedback. Teens need to hear the “good stuff” just like the rest of us. They need to know you love them for who they are inside, as well as what they can do.
