· KP’s percentage of grade 12s going to Public Post-secondary is slightly below

District and provincial average (Raj quoted actual numbers)

· Staffing is at the forefront of school business right now – currently 9 positions

are posted. This process can take until late August or early September 

· Counselors are busy working on timetables. KP is NOT going with linear math.

· School fees – no course fees, some workbooks can be purchased for some courses, but there is always an option to borrow and not write in the book. The normal $20 student activity fee will apply

· School starts Sept 2, Xmas break is Dec 20 thru Jan 4, spring break is March 16 thru 20

· Collaboration days – 100 teachers voted re: keeping collaboration days – 70 voted in favor, 30 voted against. Collaboration days will be kept.

· School plan – take social responsibility off as an official “goal” – this will be something that will always be a focus at KP, it is a “given”. Planning was done re: organizing meetings for the school plan.
