3. Principal’s report – Raj

· No fridge magnet calendar – too many calendars (redundant). Students were given the same calendar as the teachers this year (full-sized paper calendar)

· New agenda book is $3000 cheaper than last year’s, the kids seem to like it

· August newsletter will continue to be mailed out despite its bulk and substantial mailing costs. The remaining newsletters for the year will just be online

· Staffing was all in place by August

· Waiting list  – the school was built for 1275, it is currently staffed for 1475, current enrollment is 1510. This means: tighter schedules, bigger classes, and new people who move into the area, even in catchment, cannot register but only be put on a waiting list. That said, KP does have a high transience rate and there may be some who are enrolled that don’t show up and then 1) current students’ timetable adjustments addressed; then 2) waitlist considered
· Raj acknowledged KP clerical staff who have been dealing with the neighbours re: lack of space for their child

· Interestingly, Johnston Heights, Queen Elizabeth and LA Matheson are under capacity

· Some changes are in effect re: healthier choices for food and drink, both in cafeteria and snack/drink machines. Revenue will be lost from drink machines, the kids are getting pop at Mac’s. 

· “Collaboration days” explained – every other Wednesday morning teachers meet to discuss various topics related to student learning – classes begin about an hour later than usual, and all classes are shortened slightly. It was noted that students are welcome to arrive to school at the regular time on collaboration days

· Youth Education Support Co-ordinator – new position, held by Dynell. This is funded by money KP receives due to “Inner City” designation. PAC requested Dynell to attend a future meeting to learn more about what she does, Raj agreed
· Issue re: Bell Centre too small for our Commencement, so far efforts to find another venue have been unsuccessful
